Classroom Assessment Techniques:
The following basic rules are critical first steps in moving towards effective assessment.

· Never use a strategy that you are not comfortable with

· Don’t over-use assessment

· Don’t use any strategies that you have not used yourself

· Allow more time than you think for conducting and responding to an assessment task

· Make sure that you provide students with feedback.
