Online Assessment Strategies

1. Self-Testing/diagnostics
Students can use self-testing techniques to gain confidence before performing formal assessment tasks. Self-testing should allow for practice that can cover all possible types of questions and not be timed.

2. Prelab 
A Prelab is a session that is used to establish competency in elements of the practical exercise before its performance. It can be used to give confidence to people, or if the consequences of mistakes in the practical exercise are serious. (Practical exercise does not necessarily mean just a science laboratory. It could mean observing children in a school.)

3. Pretests
Pretests are tests that are done by students before explicitly learning your content. A Pretest may test assumed knowledge or skills, or the knowledge/skills to be learnt. Pretests can be used for self-testing by students, or you may use the results of pre-testing to assist you in validating your assumptions about students' preexisting knowledge.

4. Courseware-delivered tasks
Includes such things as simulations of real life situations and processes, computer marked quizzes, surveys, crosswords, calculations etc 
5. Different levels of feedback
In giving feedback, it is useful to give as specific feedback as possible. By using links to other pages, you can give more detailed feedback on the basis of different answers, as well as other criteria such as where students went wrong.

6. Past Examinations
Past exams tend to be the most heavily visited part of any topic website. Students find it particularly useful, as it is a good way for them to see the expected learning outcomes in action, and to allow them time to practice before the real exam.

7. Worked Solutions
Students find the display of worked solutions to problems very useful. It is a way of modeling high expectations as well as being an extremely efficient method for students in learning how to solve particular problems.

8. Collaborative tasks
These may include online role plays, web-quests and peer review and assessment
9. Individual tasks
Can include electronic portfolios, problem based scenarios, self-assessment tasks and case studies
10. Workplace-based tasks
